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What is ED Facts?

EDFactsis a U. S. Department of Education (ED) initiative to collect, analyze, report on and promote the use of high -quality, kindergarten through
grade 12 (Ki 12) performance data for use in education planning, policymaking, and management and budget decisionmaking to improve outcomes
for students. ED Factscentralizes data provided by state education agencies (SEAS) local education agencies (LEAS), and schools, and provides
users with the ability to easily analyze and report on submitted data. This initiative has significantly reduced the reporting burd en for state and local
data producers, and has streamlined data collection, analysis and reporting functions at the federal, state and local levels.

What are the purposes of ED  Facts?
1 Collect and report robust, timely and accurate Ki 12 data for improved education planning, policymaking, management and outcomes.

1 Reduce the data burden for states, districts and schools, and streamline data processes at the federal, state, district and school levels.

1 Encourage data usage by providing SEAsand ED users with analytical and reporting tools to produce preformatted and user -defined data
reports.

9 Offer technical resources and assistance to support data providers and data users.

What are the key things to know about data in ED Facts?

9 EDFactsdoes not collect individual student or staff -level information. All information provided to ED Factsis aggregated i often by categories
such as grade level. Although some of the data may contain small numbers, none of the information is linked to specific students or staff
members. In submitting data to ED Facts SEAs cannot suppress the data in small data cells except as specifically authorized by federal shtute.

9 Data are collected from multiple sources. Most data are collected through the EDEN Submission System (ESS). The ES$ollects files submitted
electronically by SEAs. Most metadata (e.g., information to explain the data in ED Facts such as state proficiency levels) are collected through
the web-based system EDFacts Metadata and Process Systen{EMAPS) Data for the Civil Rights Data Collection (CRDC) are collected through
a separate web-based survey tool.

9 Data are reported for a specific period oftime (i . e. t he 0 Re [fa exanple dhe Bsrident membershipd data are reported for
October 1 while AMEP students served 12monthd  d aré reported for the period of September 1 through August 31.

9 Data are associated with the school year of performance. For example, the student membership data for October 1, 2010 are associated with
school year 2010-11 since the membership table data represent the beginning counts of students for the school year. Data for September 1,
2010 through August 31, 2011 are associated with school year (SY) 2010-11 since the program year most closely aligns with the SY2010-11.

What are the ED Facts data analysis and reporting tools?

To encourage increased data usage, EDFactsdata analysis and reporting tools permit licensed users to access, analyze and report on education
data in the ED Factsfamily of data sources. Two kinds of reporting options are currently available: preformatted report and user -defined or ad hoc
reports. SEAscurrently have access to preformatted reports for data they provide to ED. ED staff have access to preformatted and user-defined
reports to provide information supporting the needs of the secretary of education, senior leadership and administrative and p rogram offices.

EDFacts coordinates data from multiple data sources, providing information on students, schools, staff, services and education outcom es at the
state, district and school levels for grades Ki 12. The family of ED Facts data sources includes daa collections that were previously coordinated by
program offices and now are collected by EDFactsor are currently being migrated into the larger ED Factscollection. These include:

07. SEAssubmit non-fiscal information about all public schools, school districts and state education agencies, including state, district and school
contact information, as well as descriptive data on students and staff.

Consolidated State Performance Report T The Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) includes data fron8E/As that track progress
in implementing the Elementary and Secondary Edication Act (ESEA. CSPR data include information on adequate yearly progress, state
performance assessments, highly qualified teachers, and public school choice and supplemental educational services options. Baggregated
demographic data are available for limited English proficient students, students with disabilities, and students in high - and low-poverty schools.

Individuals with  Disabilities Education  Act Data Collection T The Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) data collected by
SEAsapproved to send IDEA data to the EDEN Submission System include information on special education child counts (for demographicand
disability categories), exiting, and the education environment in which students are served. These data are available at the state and district levels.

Civil Rights Data Collection T The Civil Rights Data Collection (CRDC) provides data from approximately 6,000 school districts on key
education and civil rights issues in our nation's public schools. Information is collected on enroliment, educational services, Advanced Placement,
discipline, athletics, single-sex classes, and testing to determine promotion and graduation. Data from the CRDC are disaggregated by
race/ethnicity, sex, limited English proficiency and disability category.

Electronic Application System for Indian Education T The Electronic Application System for Indian Education (EASIE) permits eligible
LEAsto apply for funds under the Indian Education Formula Grant Program, Title VIl of ESEA Staff in the Office of In dian Education review and
approve applications through EASIE. Data collected through EASIE include objectives for the applicant district's project, services to be offered
under the project, the number of Indian students served, student proficiency results on state assessments, attendance and graduation rates for
Indian students, professional development offered with project funding, and project budget by category.
