



































such teachers; and of sufficient intensity and duration to have a positive and lasting impact on the
teachers’ performance in the classroom.

Further Action Required: The PDE must ensure that the professional development activities are
specifically addressed in applications for subgrants under section 3114(a) of the ESEA consistent
with 3115(c)(2) of the ESEA. PDE must submit evidence within 30 days of the receipt of this
report that it has revised the LEA application to ensure that LEAs include specific professional
development activities.

Recommendation: It is recommended by ED that the programmatic issues of the application
process are to be reviewed by staff experienced in Title III and LEP issues.

Monitoring Area 6: State Monitoring of Subgrantees

Element 6.1 — Monitoring: The SEA conducts monitoring of its subgrantees sufficient to
ensure compliance with Title ITI program requirements.

Finding: The PDE’s procedures for monitoring its Title III subgrantees for compliance with
Title III programmatic and fiscal requirements are insufficient to ensure that all areas of
noncompliance are identified and corrected. Although the PDE has procedures to monitor Title
[1T subgrantees, the procedures do not include follow up to ensure LEAs have corrected the
noncompliance. '

Citation: Section 80.40 of the Education Department General Administrative Regulations
(EDGAR) requires grantees to monitor grant and subgrant activities to ensure compliance with
applicable Federal requirements.

Section 9304(a) of the ESEA requires that the SEA ensure that (1) programs authorized under
the ESEA are administered in accordance with all applicable statutes, regulations, program plans,
and applications, and (2) the State will use fiscal control and funds accounting procedures that
will ensure the proper disbursement of and accounting for Federal funds.

Further Action Required: The PDE must provide ED with a plan that indicates how it will
review its monitoring procedures and protocols to ensure that they are inclusive of all Title III
programmatic and fiscal requirements.

Recommendation: ED recommends that the PDE ensure that contractors who are hired to
monitor LEA compliance with Title III have experience in working with Title III and in
programs for limited English proficient students.

Monitoring Area 7: Parent Notification
Element 7.1 — Parent Notification: Parent notification in an understandable format as

required under section 3302 of the ESEA for identification and placement and for not
meeting the State AMAO:s.
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Finding: The PDE has not notified the subgrantees regarding AMAO status for the 2007-2008
school year and, as a result, Title III subgrantees that have failed to make progress on the
AMAQOs have been unable to comply with the parent notification requirements.

Citation: Section 3302(b) of the ESEA requires subgrantees to provide parents of LEP children
participating in or identified for participation in a Title III funded program with notification of
the failure of the LEA to make progress on the AMAOs not later than 30 days after such failure
occurs.

Further Action Required: The PDE must notify subgrantees regarding their AMAO status. The
State must also ensure that LEAs that fail to meet AMAOs notify parents in an understandable
and uniform format, and to the extent practicable, in a language that the parent can understand,
not later than 30 days after the LEA fails to meet AMAOs. The State must provide ED with a
timeline and a plan to comply with this requirement.
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
