





for the four science courses for that school year in the aggregate and disaggregated by the
subgroups identified above and evidence of course offerings by LEA for that school year.

As required by section 9401(b)(3)(A) of the ESEA, within 30 days of the date of this letter, Utah
must provide all interested LEAs in the state with notice and a reasonable opportunity to
comment on this flexibility agreement (ESEA section 9401(b)(3)(A)(i)), and must provide notice
and information to the public regarding this flexibility agreement in the manner in which it
customarily provides similar notice and information to the public (ESEA section
9401(b)(3)(A)(iii)). Within 30 days thereafter, Utah must submit all comments it receives from
interested LEAs to the Department (ESEA section 9401(b)(3)(A)(ii)).
