	White House officials announced on June 17 that President Obama is considering strategies to substantially boost funding for the nation's community colleges, chicagotribune.com reported. White House chief of staff Rahm Emanuel said, "In the next couple of weeks, you will see a major announcement by the president on community colleges and job training and the rewriting of all the legislation related to job training and community ed. in the country ─but, most importantly, in the area of community colleges.'' The plan will support President Obama’s goal of helping 5 million more students move through the community college system in the next 10 years than is currently projected.  Hear Emanuel's remarks here.

	
	

	OVAE Readies Adult Education State Grant Awards for July 1
	OVAE is putting the finishing touches on adult education state grant awards, totaling more than $544 million that will be distributed to states and outlying areas on July 1. Congress set aside nearly $68 million of that total for integrated programs of English language learning and civics education that serve immigrants and other limited English speaking adults.  About $10 million in additional adult education funds will be reserved to provide incentive grants for states that exceed their performance targets.
