	Strengthen and Unite Communities with Civics Education and English Skills Act (HR 3249) was introduced in both the House and Senate (S. 1478) during the week of July 20 by Rep. Mike Honda (Calif.) and Sen. Kirsten Gillibrand (N.Y.) with several co-sponsors in both houses. The legislation is designed to help new Americans become part of the social and economic fabric of the U.S. through English language learning, civics instruction, and incentives for businesses to invest in the education of their non-English speaking employees. The bill would increase proposed funding for Department of Education programs serving all English language learners from $70 million to $200 million in FY 2010.
