Transition Partnership
	South Carolina recently created an initiative to increase connections between high school courses and entry-level college courses. The South Carolina Course Alignment Project (SCCAP) is a joint effort of the South Carolina Department of Education, the South Carolina Commission on Higher Education and the South Carolina Technical College System. SCCAP is examining the sequence and scope of high school exit courses in English, mathematics and science in relation to entry-level college courses in those disciplines. The goal is to improve students’ transitions to postsecondary education. The Educational Policy Improvement Center (EPIC), the project’s facilitator, has worked in conjunction with South Carolina educators to develop college readiness standards.
