	Ohio’s Adult Concurrent Enrollment Policy Eases

Postsecondary Transition
	The Ohio Board of Regents recently implemented a new policy promoting adult students’ concurrent enrollment in Adult Basic and Literacy Education (ABLE) courses and college credit courses. The policy also will save adult students from paying tuition for developmental courses to raise their academic skills to levels required for college entry. Officials anticipate that the policy will allow adult students to be introduced to postsecondary study while enrolled in no-cost, student-centered ABLE courses and while benefitting from “wrap-around” support services. Under this policy, an adult student is concurrently enrolled when enrolled in ABLE course work and also enrolled in at least one of the following: college developmental courses, general education courses, or technical programs or courses that require paying tuition. ABLE course work must not be in the same subject as developmental course work. 
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
