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Highlights of Data Submitted on the ESEA Title I

1996-97 State Performance Reports

Background and Introduction

The State ESEA Title I Participation Summary Report for 1996-97 summarizes data regarding students and schools served, and staffing patterns as reported in Title I performance reports submitted by states.  The report addresses both the Title I Grants to Local Education Agencies Program (Part A) and the Title I State Agency Program for Neglected or Delinquent (N/D) Children and Youth (Part D).  The 1996-97 achievement results are reported separately in State Education Indicators with A Focus on Title I, 1998.
  

Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) represents the single largest investment in elementary and secondary education by the federal government.  This federal aid program was funded in 1996-97 at more than $7.2 billion and the vast majority of these funds (93 percent) were distributed to school districts under the Title I Grants to Local Education Agencies (LEAs) program.  More than 90 percent of districts nationwide receive Title I funding.  What is now Title I evolved from landmark legislation, the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965, which was the first major piece of legislation enacted as part of President Lyndon Johnson’s War on Poverty.  Title I of ESEA was the beginning of federal aid to the nation’s elementary and secondary schools.  Research has shown a high correlation between high poverty and low achievement.  The intent of Title I was to provide financial assistance to LEAs serving areas with concentrations of children from low-income families so that the schools could expand and improve their educational programs.
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When shown in constant dollars, funding for the Title I Grants to LEAs program has increased since the early 1980s.  However, the funding levels reached a peak in 1992 and have leveled off since then.  (Figure 1)

The reauthorization of Title I of ESEA in 1994 brought about significant changes in some of the key elements of this program.  Specifically, under the reauthorized Title I, services are to be linked to the same rigorous standards that are expected of all children and aligned assessments are to be used to measure students’ progress toward these standards.  The statute also encourages high-poverty schools to develop schoolwide approaches to improving student performance.  Evidence of these changes is seen in the State Performance Report data, particularly in the increase in the number of schoolwide projects.

This report also presents information on the Title I State Agency Program for Neglected or Delinquent Children and Youth, a program originally enacted in 1967 as part of ESEA.  The purpose of this program is to provide financial assistance for compensatory education to state agencies directly responsible for providing free public education to children in institutions for neglected or delinquent children and juveniles in adult correctional institutions.

The following sections present data from the 1996-97 Title I State Performance Reports and state-by-state summary tables.  Reported data were submitted by the states in 1998, and reviewed, edited, and verified to ensure completeness and accuracy.  Despite this, for some items, states were not able to provide complete information and those instances are cited in the summary tables.  The U.S. Department of Education is developing procedures to improve the quality of data submitted by states for Title I and other programs. 

Title I School and Local Educational Agency Information

Targeted Assistance (TAS) and Schoolwide (SWP) Schools
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Title I Participation by Grade Span, 1996-97
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The Title I Grants to LEAs program supports services to students in schools under two basic program models.  The first, targeted assistance, provides specific students with instructional or support services.  Under the schoolwide approach, Title I funds are used to provide services to students throughout the school.  In order to qualify as a schoolwide, schools must have at least 50 percent of the students in the school eligible for free- or reduced-price lunch under the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Child Nutrition Programs.

In 1996-97, states reported that more than 45,000 schools participated in the Title I program.  Of those, almost 15,000, or one-third, operated schoolwide programs.  This number has increased significantly because the eligibility criteria for schoolwide programs was reduced from 75 percent to 50 percent free- or reduced-price lunch. The 1996-97 school year was the first year that schools used the new 50 percent criteria for schoolwide programs.  As a result of the increase, the overall number of students served by Title I also increased significantly.
  (Figures 2 and 3 and Table 1, page 7)

School Improvement

Schools Identified for Improvement

States reported that of the 45,000 schools that participated in the Title I program in 1996-97, 7,616 schoolwide and targeted assistance schools (or 16 percent) were identified for improvement.  When viewed separately, 20 percent of schoolwide schools and 14 percent of targeted assistance schools were identified for improvement.  (Tables 2 and 3, pages 8 and 9) 

School Districts Identified for Improvement

In 1996-97, states reported that 13,377 school districts participated in the Title I Grants to LEAs program.  Among these districts, 1,470 were identified for improvement based on state-level criteria.  This figure represents 11 percent of all Title I school districts.  This figure should be interpreted with caution, however, because 10 states did not submit information regarding the number of Title I school districts identified for improvement.  (Table 2, page 8)

Title I Participation
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Overall Participation Patterns

After earlier declines in the number of students participating in Title I (1980-1983), participation has steadily increased.  This increase was particularly dramatic recently, due to increases in the number of schoolwide programs.  The overall number of Title I participants increased to 11,294,446 in 1996-97.  This represents a 70 percent increase over the 1994-95 participation level of 6,671,821 students.  (Figure 3 and Tables 4 and 5, pages 10 and 11)
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Grade Level Participation

Despite the significant increase in the number of participants in the Title I Grants to LEAs program, the participation by grade level remained virtually unchanged from past years.  Both public and nonpublic student participation was concentrated in the elementary grades, and local neglected or delinquent participation was primarily in the secondary grades.
  The largest concentration of pre-kindergarten and kindergarten students was in public schoolwide schools.  (Figure 4 and Table 6, page 12) 

Racial/Ethnic Classification
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In 1996-97, 36 percent of Title I participants were non-Hispanic whites and 28 percent were black.  Since 1979-80, the percentage of Hispanic Title I participants increased from 15 to 30 percent while the percentage of non-Hispanic white participants decreased from 51 to 36 percent.  The percentage of participants from other racial and ethnic groups including Native American and Asian remained virtually unchanged during this period.  (Figures 5 and 6, Tables 7 and 8, pages 13 and 14) 
Special Populations Served by Title I

Title I serves a significant proportion of students with special needs.  In 1996-97, students with disabilities represented 9 percent of the Title I participants, an increase from 5 percent in 1994-95.  Seventeen percent of Title I participants were classified as students with limited English proficiency, similar to the overall percentage reported in 1994-95.  Two percent of Title I students were identified as having been homeless at some time and 3 percent of Title I participants were children of migratory workers.

Refer to Tables 9-12, pages 15-18, for state-by-state participation information for these special populations.  

Services Supported by Title I

Instructional Services

Virtually all students (98 percent) in TAS schools received reading/language arts services and almost half (47 percent) of the students received instruction in mathematics.  Two percent of students in TAS schools received services in science and as did 2 percent in social studies.  (Table 13, page 19)

Other Support Services

As in past years, far fewer students received Title I-supported support services than did instructional services.  In 1996-97, 16 percent of students received Title I-supported guidance/counseling/social work, 11 percent received health/dental services, and 7 percent received other support services.  (Table 13, page 19)

Family Literacy Services

Overall, in 1996-97, 50 states and the District of Columbia reported that 1,215 local districts provided Title I-supported family literacy services.  However, several states were unable to provide this information and some chose to use the number of Even Start programs as a proxy.  (Table 14, page 20)

Extended Time Instructional Programs

In 1996-97, 45 states and the District of Columbia reported that there were 13,688 Title I extended time instructional programs in operation.  These programs are typically before- and after-school, as well as summer school programs.  (Table 15, page 21)

Title I Staffing Patterns

As part of the revised data collection instrument, states were asked to provide full-time equivalent (FTE) staffing information for targeted assistance schools only.  The reasoning behind this change was that in some schoolwide schools, the school would not be able to identify the staff members funded with Title I funds.  However, approximately half of the states provided staff information for both targeted assistance and schoolwide schools combined.  A column in Table 16 details the information submitted by each state.

Almost one-half (46 percent) of the staff funded by Title I in 1996-97 were teachers.  Teachers and teacher aides constituted 85 percent of the total staff funded by Title I dollars.  The distribution of teachers and teacher aides has remained fairly constant since 1981-82.  (Figures 7 and 8, Tables 16 and 17, pages 22 and 23)
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Information on the Title I State Agency Program for

Neglected or Delinquent Children and Youth
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Participation by Type of Institution

Data providers were asked to determine the number of State Neglected (N) or Delinquent (D) participants receiving Title I services through each of three types of institutions
: Neglected, Delinquent, and Adult Correctional.  In 1996-97, 42 percent of State Agency N or D participants were classified as neglected, 47 percent were classified as delinquent and 11 percent were classified as adult correctional.  (Figure 9 and Table 18, page 24)

Institution-Wide Programs

The reauthorization of 1994 ESEA expanded schoolwide eligibility to institutions and, as a result, many institutions are using Title I State N or D funds to provide services institution-wide to students in state-supported, state-operated institutions, or community day programs.  Only institutions serving neglected or delinquent participants are eligible, adult correctional institutions may not use the institution-wide option.

In 1996-97, 49 states and the District of Columbia reported on their use of institution-wide programs.  Among these states, 285 (or 25 percent) of the neglected and delinquent institutions provided services to students using the institution-wide option.  (Table 19, page 25)

Use of Title I State Administration Funds

Starting with the 1996-97 school year, states were asked to report on their use of Title I state administrative funds.  The states were asked to break out their administrative funds into three activities:  

· basic program operation and compliance monitoring, 

· statewide program services such as development of standards and assessments, curriculum development, and program evaluation, and 

· technical assistance and other direct support to local educational agencies and schools.  

Twenty-four states and the District of Columbia consolidate their administration funds and therefore are not able to provide this information.  Among the remaining 26 states, 53 percent of the state administration funds were used for basic program operation.  One state did not provide information for this data item.  (Table 20, page 26)

� 	The local neglected or delinquent program provides funding for services for children living in local institutions for neglected children.  These services are provided by the school district and are to be comparable to the services provided to the students enrolled in the elementary and secondary schools in the district.  


� 	The types of institutions providing services to students under this portion of the program are defined as follows:  Neglected – a residential facility for the care of children who have been committed to the institution due to abandonment, neglect, or death of their parents or guardians.  Delinquent – a residential facility for the care of children who have been adjudicated to be delinquent or in need of supervision.  Adult Correctional – a facility in which persons are confined as a result of a conviction for a criminal offense, including persons under 21 years of age.
