and English for Speakers of Other Languages classes for: 1) an adult 18 years of age and older whose
class has not graduated from high school, 2) 16 to 18 year old students who have dropped-out of the K-12
system prior to their class graduating, and 3) students needing too improve reading, and language
mechanics.
