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Appendix E: Capacity to Provide and Coordinate Quality Services

The Seattle School District 1s experienced in working collaboratively with community partners to
serve our diverse student and family communities. The District’s Community Alignment
Initiative provides support to out-of-school time programs at over 80 district sites. Program
managers are experienced in coordinating community partnership projects such as the 21%
Century Community Learning Center and the Parent, Schools, and Communities Partnership
Projects. The Seattle Communities 1n Schools organization 18 based on the National
Communities in Schools model which was founded 1n 1977, The YMCA of Greater Seattle
currently operates five school-based community learning centers and integrates two full-time
YMCA Youth Development Directors into each school. The Principals of Cleveland and Rainier
Beach High Schools communicate and collaborate with their families and community partners on
a regular basis.

The central office team brings a great deal of experience to the Full-Service Communities
Schools Project. Before coming to the school district, Lin Carlson worked for 10 years in youth
service agencies. In his coordination of learning support services, Mr. Carlson supports
collaborations with the City of Seattle, Public Health  Seattle & King County, and many
community-based organizations. The City of Seattle Families in Education Levy has supported
community and school-based programs to increase student achievement and family involvement
since 1990, Lisa M. Tavlor as Office of Community Learning Supervisor 1§ responsible for the
district’s Community Alignment Initiative and the 2 1% Century Community Learning Center
Grant. Ms. Taylor works with Principals and community partners so that out-of-school time
programs are aligned with academic standards and district literacy and math curriculum. School-
based providers who demonstrate their alignment with academic standards are eligible for
reduced rent. For the past four years, Carolyn Kramer has collaborated with the health
community for the past 4 years through the Steps to Health Project which is funded by a Centers
for Disease Control Grant and implemented in partnership with Public Health - Seattle & King
County.

The district 15 capable of successtully implementing five quality service areas in the Full-Service
Community Schools grant through expansion of services with existing partners. The FSCS
service areas include 1) remedial education and academic enrichment activities, 2) mentoring
and vouth development programs, 3) programs that promote parental involvement and family
literacy activities, 4) programs that provide assistance to students who have been truant or
suspended, and 3) primary health and dental care.

For remedial education and academic enrichment activities, staff are currently working with
several partners in these areas. At Rainier Beach High School, Washington Women 1n Transition
currently provides extended learning opportunities funded by the 21* Century Community
Learning Center Grant. In addition, Broadway Bound has involved Rainier Beach and Cleveland
students 1n performing arts experiences. The Intiman Theater works with students from
Cleveland High School. Last August, Dream Girls was performed at Rainter Beach High School.

Family involvement 1§ priority of the Superintendent and School Board. In August of 2004, the
School Board passed a Family School Partnership Policy and Procedures. In partnership with
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the Seattle Education Association, south end school staft have been provided with training on
cultural competence and home visits. At the beginning of the last two school years, staft have
conducted home visits. The new position of Family and Community Engagement Coordinator
has been created and filled to implement district wide family involvement in student learning.

The Superintendent and Chief Academic Officer have supported efforts to reduce truancy and
the need to suspend students. The Office of Disciplinary Appeals and Truancy provides
guidance to schools 1in conducting family conferences and student attendance agreement for
truant students. Over the past three years, 400 staft have been trained in positive discipline to
increase student engagement 1n the classroom and reduce referrals to the office. At Cleveland
and Rainier Beach, Communities for Youth has provided yvouth leadership training and
mentoring.

The school nurses and Teen Health Centers provide student health services and referrals to
primary health care and dental care. The Centers include a nurse practitioner and mental health
counselor. The District’s Health Education Office and Physical Education Manager provide
additional support in the areas of Health and Physical Education.

Seattle Public Schools 1s well positioned to expand and coordinate qualified services at
Cleveland and Rainier Beach High School.
