The Impact Aid Section 8003 electronic application is now open for you to use on-line at
http://e-grants.ed.gov. Please see the enclosed pages for introductory information on this
system. We urge you to start working with your e-Application well before the due date.

If your school district also applies for Impact Aid under Section 8002, you will receive a
separate mailing for that application.

The deadline for electronic submission of the e-Application is 4:30 p.m. Washington,
D.C., time on February 2. After you submit the e-Application, you also must submit
signature pages by fax or as a PDF document by e-mail. We will accept faxed or
e-mailed signature pages for three business days following the deadline (through
February 5), but the pages must be signed and dated by January 31 for your application to
be considered complete and timely. Our toll-free fax number is 866-799-1272.

Do not wait until the last minute to submit your application and fax the signature pages.
Each year, some applicants submit late after waiting too long to begin the process,
incurring the 10 percent penalty. Don't let this happen to you.
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
