Overview of the New Mexico Public School Funding Formula

The New Mexico public school funding formula was developed so that each school district
would not have to rely exclusively on local property taxes to fund operational costs. The formula
is used to distribute state dollars to support the operational expenses of a school district in an
equitable manner and provides approximately 95% of the total resources statewide used for
operational expenses. In the allocation process, the formula takes into account the amount of
local dollars generated by each district’s property tax and certain federal payments. The formula
(developed in the mid-1970’s) essentially uses the number of students in each school district to
determine an allocation for each school district. The New Mexico legislature appropriates
general fund dollars to the funding formula each year.

Components of the Formula

Within the formula, weightings specified in statute are used to convert prior year numbers of
students into program units. Program units are then multiplied by a unit value to convert units

into dollars. Weightings currently used in the formula for different students are as follows:
Kindergarten as well as 3 and 4 year old DD students are weighted as 1.440 for a full day (half of
that for a half day student); Grade 1 students are weighted as 1.200; Grade 2-3 students are
weighted as 1.180; Grade 4-6 students are weighted 1.045; Grades 7-12 students are wei ghted
1.250. Special education students are included in the categories listed above. In addition, special
education students and some of the ancillary staff are weighted in the following manner: The
weighting for Ancillary special education staff full time equivalent (FTE) is 25; A/B level
students are weighted .700; C/D level students are weighted 1.000; D level students are weighted
2.000; Bilingual students are weighted .500 in addition to the basic category weightings.
Elementary fine art students are weighted .0500 in addition to the basic student categories.

There is also a Training and Experience Index which provides an incentive to school districts to
keep highly qualified teachers and staff, There are additional adjustments for students in small
schools since they usually don’t have economies of scale.

Response: As of the date of the application, New Mexico plans to allocate the restoration
amounts to those individual institutions that received a decrease in FY10 from FY09 funding
levels. In FY10, New Mexico’s [HE budgets, including the University of New Mexico Health
Science Center, were reduced in a number of ways ranging from funding formula reductions for
operations and building renewal and replacement, as well as reductions in research and public
services projects. Because of significant workload growth in some institutions, 6 of 15 IHEs
actually received a net increase from FY09. The funding will be allocated to the IHEs that
received reductions from FY10, pro rated among the institutions on the actual reductions.
