About the Civil Rights Data Collection

The U.S. Department of Education’s (ED) Office for Civil Rights (OCR) administers the Civil
Rights Data Collection (CRDC), which is a mandatory survey of all public schools and school
districts in the 50 states, Washington, D.C., and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico. The CRDC
gathers information about student access to educational programs, activities, and staff, and
school climate factors, such as student discipline and harassment or bullying incidents, from
public schools serving students in preschool through 12th grade. For the 2020-21 school year,
the CRDC includes data from more than 17,000 school districts and 97000 schools
nationwide.

Some states submit some or all data on behalf of their school districts,
but school districts are required to certify the data. There is one exception: Florida is the only state that
certifies data for all of its school districts.

2IDEA enrollment refers to students with disabilities who receive special education and related services under
the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act. Section 504 enrollment refers to students with disabilities who
receive educational aids and services under Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.
